Payment of Tuition Costs and Fees
The application fee is due at time of application. Other fees are due with the executed enrollment contract. Tuition
costs may be paid in full with the executed enrollment contract, or through equal payments online via FACTS
Tuition Management. The use of FACTS incurs an annual Installment Plan Fee. Please note that FACTS payments
made with a credit card incur a 2.75-3% fee. Final payments must be made prior to the student’s course end date.
Transcripts and diplomas will not be issued if an account balance is due. Tuition is not available for WOGA
Homeschool identified courses. All payments are non-refundable.
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
